We will only keep your data for the purpose for which they were collected and for the statute of
limitations period of any actions resulting from the data processing carried out. The data may
also be made available to the courts of justice, the Department of Public Prosecutions or the
responsible public authorities.

UCI will only disclose your data to:

Public bodies, state security forces, the Spanish Data Protection Agency, judges and
courts and, in general, any relevant authorities, when UCl is legally bound to disclose them.

UCI will collaborate with third-party service providers who may have access to your
personal data and will process the aforementioned data in the name and on behalf of UCl in
order to fulfil the purpose for which they were collected.

UCI follows strict criteria for the selection of service providers in order to meet its data
protection obligations.

The personal data that UCI will process include your name, surname(s), family details and
contact information (such as your telephone number, email address, postal address, etc.);

The data subjects have the right to obtain confirmation of whether or not UCl is processing
personal data concerning them and, if this is the case, to access their personal data, as well
as requesting rectification of any inaccurate data or, where appropriate, requesting deletion
of the data when, among other reasons, they are no longer required for the purposes for
which they were collected.

Under certain circumstances, the data subjects may request the restriction of processing
of their data, in which case we will only keep the data in order to exercise or defend
legal claims.

Under certain circumstances and on grounds relating to their particular situation, the
respondents may object to the processing of their data. In such a case, UCI will stop
processing the data, except on legitimate grounds or in order to exercise or defend possible
legal claims.

Where appropriate, the data subjects may request the portability of their data in order for
them to be sent directly to the designated entity.

The data subjects may henceforth withdraw the consent given to data
processing at any time.
